Easy access to accredited training is available for volunteers in any local voluntary organisation through the ACT programme.  Our aim is to equip your volunteers with the necessary skills to help them and your organisation flourish and comply with legal requirements.
Organisations need to register at Worcester Volunteer Centre (Registration Form attached).  This will cost £10 per year.

Once registered your volunteers will be able to access the courses. There are no other costs attached to these courses unless your volunteers fail to attend and we are not notified 3 working days before the course starts.  This will incur a £15 charge for each volunteer not attending as this denies other volunteers a place.
