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The Community Development Workers (CDWs)  have been in post since April 2008. 
Their work is concentrated on providing useful information to support people from 
Black and Minority Ethnic (BME) communities  who are affected by mental health or 
who care for relatives with mental health problems in times of stress. These posts are 
part of a much wider programme aimed at tackling the inequalities faced by BME users 
of Mental Health Services . �
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
