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Funding Opportunity – Personalisation Events

NAVCA would like to offer members and local affiliates up to £2000 to organise and host a learning and networking event on the personalisation of health and social care services in your area.
The aim of the learning and networking events is to help you and the local organisations you support to be more effective in responding to the challenges of personalisation in your local area.

We would like you to invite other local infrastructure organisations in your region, as well as local service providers in your area. The idea is to bring support and development organisations and local service providers together, so as to increase understanding of what support frontline organisations need from local infrastructure organisations.

The event should focus on the aspects of personalisation which are most relevant to your organisation and to the organisations you support locally. However, some ideas of what you might want to cover include:
· Ensuring local voluntary organisations have an effective voice in shaping the personalisation agenda at a local level;
· Supporting small local voluntary and community organisations, especially those providing early intervention and preventative services, to understand and engage with the personalisation agenda;

· Maximising opportunities for small to medium size local organisations to deliver personalised services;

· Supporting organisations currently delivering services under block contracts or grants to manage the transition towards personalisation and to understand the implications for commissioning;

· Supporting local information, advice, signposting and advocacy services to understand and engage with the information and brokerage aspects of personalisation;

· Sharing different experiences of how personalisation is being implemented and third sector engagement with this agenda in different areas.

NAVCA will be able to assist with developing the programme and finding expert speakers, if needed. The funding can be used for any aspect of organising and running the event, including venue hire, catering, speaker expenses,  administration and staff time. You may wish to make a reasonable charge for attendance, using the available funding to subsidise the cost.
The funding is limited and we will consider proposals on a first come first served basis. The only criteria are:

· The event should take place by the end of March 2010.
· You should not have already run a similar event in your local area and there should not already be a similar event planned (although we may consider a proposal to match fund an event);

· We will not be able to fund more than one event in any one region;

· You will need to capture any learning and share this with NAVCA, also ensuring that attendees complete evaluation forms and that the feedback is shared with NAVCA.

· Any publicity and materials for the event should acknowledge NAVCA’s support and should include NAVCA’s logo.
